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LAL Now Accepting Applications for AFB Art Fair @ Woodland Park
Lexington, KY – The Lexington Art League is now accepting applications for admission to the 35th annual AFB Art Fair @ Woodland Park, formerly known as American Founders Bank Woodland Art Fair. The two-day show is a popular Lexington tradition, drawing crowds of approximately 65,000 people from across the country.  
In 2009, the AFB Art Fair @ Woodland Park, presented in partnership with Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government’s Division of Parks and Recreation, was voted one of the top 200 fine art fairs in the nation by leading trade publication Sunshine Artist and voted one of the most popular activities in Fayette county parks by the residents of Fayette County.  
“The AFB Art Fair @ Woodland Park is a significant asset to Lexington and supports LAL’s vision of making visual art the lens through which central Kentucky distinguishes itself as a progressive, inclusive and vibrant region,” said LAL Executive Director Allison Kaiser. “It brings artists from around Kentucky and the country to our city and gives our region the opportunity to celebrate community through the visual arts.”

LAL has relocated the application process online to make it easier and more convenient for artists to apply. Using ZAPPlication, artists are able to submit images of artwork and booths as well as applicant information 24 hours a day through www.zapplication.org. There are more than 10 categories for entries, including 2-D and 3-D mixed media, ceramics, glass, fiber/leather, drawing/pastels, graphics/printmaking, jewelry, metalwork, painting, photography, and wood.

The deadline to apply is March 31, at 9 a.m., and the application fee is $25. Artwork will be evaluated on the criteria of technique, craftsmanship, design, originality and presentation by a team of jurors, and acceptances will be announced through www.zappliication.org in early May. 

The 2010 AFB Art Fair @ Woodland Park will take place Aug. 21, from 10 a.m. until 6 p.m., and Aug. 22, from 10 a.m. until 5 p.m. For detailed information about the application process, visit www.lexingtonartleague.org/woodland.htm.
