LAL Now Accepting Artist Applications for American Founders Bank Woodland Art Fair™

Lexington, KY – LAL is now accepting artist applications via ZAPPlication.org for American Founders Bank Woodland Art Fair™.


Using ZAPPlication™, artists are able to submit images of artwork and booths as well as update applicant information 24 hours a day. There are 12 categories for entries, including 2-D mixed media, sculpture, ceramics, drawing/pastels, fiber/leather, glass, graphics/printmaking, jewelry, metalwork, painting, photography and wood.


The deadline to apply is March 31, 2012 at 9a, and the application fee is $25. Artwork will be evaluated on the criteria of technique, craftsmanship, design, originality and presentation. Jurors for 2012’s Fair are Darrell Kincer, photographer and Assistant Professor of Art at Georgetown College, and Helene Steene, painter and a Kentucky Arts Council Kentucky Crafted Program recipient. Acceptances will be announced through ZAPPlication™ in early May.

The Fair has received several national, regional and local honors including being voted a Top 200 Fine Art & Design Show in the nation in 2007, 2008, 2009 and 2010 by Sunshine Artist Magazine, a Top 20 Event by The Southeast Tourism Society and a Top 10 Festival by The Kentucky Travel Industry Association. The Fair also enjoys between 50,000 and 60,000 in attendance and includes free entry for all patrons.

Darrell Kincer 

Darrell Kincer is a native of Lexington, KY who has studied and worked in photography since the late 90′s. He began working with the camera as a student at Asbury College, finishing a BA in Art. Later he attended the Savannah College of Art and Design where he earned an MFA in photography. Currently he is an Assistant Professor of Art at Georgetown College, teaching photography and digital media. Outside of the classroom he also works as a freelance photographer and studio artist.

Kincer’s work explores a broad range of photographic media and styles, from traditional b&w landscapes to camera-less and non-traditional imagery. His current work revolves around re-envisioning preexisting iconography and the resulting formal and conceptual outcomes that occur.

Helene Steene

Helene Steene arrived from Sweden 1976, after having lived in England, Germany, Spain and Greece. She received part of her art education from George Washington University in Washington DC, and 2004 a Master of Fine Arts from University of Kentucky. Her works have won numerous awards, and have been shown in more than 200 exhibitions around the world. Her pieces can be found in both private and public collections in both the US and Europe.

Helene Steene has a studio at the Lexington Art League, where she presently works on a series of mixed media paintings. The paintings are created with textures and layers of information built up through additions and subtractions using sand, metal, acrylic, oil and marble dust, inspired by the walls and wood works she encounters every summer on her stays on the Greek island of Paros, which also has inspired her colors for many of her works.
