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Gallery Hop Openings with LAL

Lexington, KY – LAL has 3 Gallery Hop openings on November 18 at 3 different locations- enough to keep you hopping just with LAL.

Although its flagship location at the Loudoun House is not a Gallery Hop spot, LAL’s first stop will be at one of its satellite spaces at the Mezzanine Gallery at the Government Center, above Mayor Gray’s office. Partnering with the Bluegrass Printmaker’s Co-Op, both groups organized a collective show including artists Kirsti Anderssen, Jim Brancaccio, Marta Dorton, Elizabeth Foley, Pattie Hood, Cristina Igelmo, Natalia Ilieva, Jamie Karolich, Jill Plaisted, Stephen McBride, Jean Settle, Stephen Wiggins and Lauren Wilder. Attendees can view the works from 5p – 8p as well as meet some of the featured artists and learn more about the mission of the Co-Op.

Next stop on the LAL-centric Hop is at the Carnegie Center for Literacy & Learning, also from 5p – 8p. LAL is presenting the works created from its powerful community engagement program Witness, which will travel after its exhibition time at the Carnegie Center. Now in its third installment, artists collaborated with veterans who are survivors of military sexual trauma to create original works of visual art reflective of the survivors’ experiences. All artists and survivors received special training to prepare them for their collaborations, and all storytellers will keep their artwork once the touring exhibition closes. 

By creating a traveling exhibition, LAL hopes that Witness, which was produced in partnership with the Veterans Affairs Department, Kentucky Domestic Violence Association, Bluegrass Domestic Violence Program, Bluegrass Rape Crisis Center, Third Street Stuff and Kentucky United Methodist Homes for Children and Youth, will raise awareness of the issue and be a strong effort to help end sexual violence. Last on the art trek is at a neighbor’s of the Loudoun House: the Lexington Visual Collective. LAL partnered with citizensCREATE! on Lexington’s first ever artist trading card project. Area artists created miniature works on business card sized paper- and made enough to trade with 50 other artists. There were no rules and no limits- so long as the works stayed within the roughly 2 inch by 3 inch space. Artists vary from the established to the beginners, and first traded cards at September’s Gallery Hop at LAL’s downtown space above the Mayor’s Office. The trade was so successful that LAL and citizensCREATE! are in the planning phase to make it an event that happens at every Gallery Hop.

“It’s exciting to see activity around LAL’s community engagement programs. We are proud of our work and partnerships and hope the public will join us in the educational opportunities that visual art provides,” states Becky Alley.
