Tickets to attend the event to be eligible to bid at the auctions cost $40/single or $75/couple; tickets to participate in the reverse raffle are $200 each.

Additionally, an exhibition celebration will coincide with the 5/3 Fourth Friday on Sept. 25, from 6-9pm. Musical guest Tommy Oliverio will provide entertainment, light appetizers will be provided by Bourbon N’ Toulouse, and Kentucky Eagle Beer, Alltech and Pepsi will offer refreshments.
