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LAL’s 24th Annual QX.net NUDE Kicks Off 2010 Exhibit Season
Lexington, KY – The Lexington Art League’s QX.net NUDE 2010, presented by MD Update, celebrates the human figure in art for the 24th year in a row, making it one of LAL’s most popular and longest running annual exhibits.
More than 1,100 pieces from across the country were submitted for consideration, 85 of which were selected for the exhibit by selection committee members Boris Zakic, professor of art at Georgetown College, and Esther Randall, professor of art and gallery director at Eastern Kentucky University.
“The human figure in art is timeless and universal and has reverberated throughout art history and contemporary art practice,” said Randall. “Contemporary artists have refocused our gaze on personal identity as a viable and engaging conduit for explorations of modern life, issues, and the social politics that impact us all.”
QX.net NUDE 2010 will be on exhibit at LAL @ Loudoun House (209 Castlewood Dr., Lexington, KY) Jan. 16- March 27. Because of the immense popularity of this exhibit, LAL will host a special preview party sponsored by Skirt! Magazine, on Jan. 15 at 6pm ($30 for supporters, $40 for potential supporters), with live music by Corduroy Sedan, hors d’ oeuvres from a la lucie, beverages provided by Kentucky Eagle Inc., Kentucky Ale and Pepsi and tastings by Tuaca.
QX.net NUDE 2010 also kicks off the 2010 season of Fifth Third 4th Fridays. On Jan. 22’s Fifth Third 4th Friday, art-centric guests will enjoy light appetizers provided by Billy’s BBQ and live music by Nemo. For Feb. 26’s Fifth Third 4th Friday, The Dish will provide light appetizers and patrons will be treated to the premiere of the Dark Room Showcase, henna by Red Lotus Henna, and music by the Ross Whitaker Trio. The final Fifth Third 4th Friday of the exhibit, on March 26, will feature music by June July. Kentucky Eagle Inc., Alltech and Pepsi offer refreshments for all Fifth Third 4th Fridays, which are held at LAL @ Loudoun House from 6-9pm. Admission is free for supporters, $7 for potential supporters.
During QX.net NUDE 2010, LAL is offering several programs that allow patrons to explore their relationship with the human form in greater depth through discussion and creative participation.
For ARTalk on Jan. 16 at 3pm, QX.net NUDE 2010’s selection committee will lead a walk-through and discussion of the exhibit, and during ARTalk on Feb. 11 at 7pm, QX.net NUDE 2010 artists will share processes and concepts for their work in the exhibition. On March 11 at 7pm, Anna Brzyski, UK Associate Professor of Art History and Visual Studies, will discuss the evolution of the nude form as portrayed in Western art throughout more recent history. ARTalk events are free and open to the public, but an RSVP is requested.
On Saturdays and Sundays in February, professional artists will lead 4-week painting workshops, sculpture workshops and drawing workshops that focus on figurative work through the use of live models and art on exhibit in QX.net NUDE 2010 ($100 for supporters, $125 for potential supporters).  For more information, including specific dates, times and instructors, visit www.lexingtonartleague.org; to RSVP for ARTalk or workshops, contact Julia Curiel at jcuriel@lexingtonartleague.org or 859-254-7024.

About the QX.net NUDE 2010 Selection Committee

Esther E. Randall is an Associate Professor and Gallery Director in the Department of Art and Design at Eastern Kentucky University in Richmond, Ky. Earning her MFA in sculpture from Indiana University in 1978 and her BFA from the University of Georgia in 1972, she is the recipient of an Al Smith Fellowship in 1998 and two Kentucky Foundation For Women grants in 1992 and 2007.  Her work, based on the figure, encompasses a wide variety of media and approaches, and has been exhibited widely regionally and nationally.
 
Boris Zakic received an MFA at University of New Orleans in 2000 and the “Neue Dimensions in Wissenschaft” Award by Raum und Zeit and Goethe-Insitut Belgrade for the Translation Paintings in 2004. He has held teaching appointments at Georgetown College, University of New Orleans and KIIS programs in Athens and Rome. His work is characteristically recognized by trompe l’oeil renderings of thickly impastoed paint within resurgo-romantic themes, including the presentation of subverted, removed or altogether absent subjects.

WHO: The exhibit is free, open to the public and features the artwork of approximately 70 artists from around the world, including 17 from Kentucky. It was compiled from more than 1,100 submissions by a selection committee made up of award winning artists and professors Boris Zakic of Georgetown College and Esther Randall of Eastern Kentucky University.
